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Abstract

The paper explores the pathways for integrating ideological and political education into the Inter-
mediate Financial Accounting course through online-offline hybrid teaching. Against the backdrop
of the growing prominence of ideological education and the development of online learning, this
integration holds significant practical value. The hybrid teaching model provides innovative tech-
nological support and methodological assurance, addressing the challenges inherent in traditional
ideological and political curriculum development. To tackle existing issues in the ideological and
political development of the Intermediate Financial Accounting course, several approaches can be
adopted: advancing the reform of the ideological and political evaluation system, implementing a
coherent and vertically aligned design of ideological content, and leveraging the hybrid teaching
model to foster the fusion of ideological elements and professional knowledge across multiple sce-
narios. These strategies collectively contribute to the effective integration of professional education
and ideological and political education, ultimately cultivating high-quality accounting talents who
possess both professional ability and political integrity.
