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Abstract

Under the combined effects of “employment difficulties”, “low birth rates” and the “double reduc-
tion” policy, the traditional employment fields for normal students at local universities are increas-
ingly constrained, resulting in relatively limited career choices. At the same time, the degree of social
aging and the number of elderly individuals continue to rise. Society’s demand for elderly education
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has significantly increased, accompanied by higher expectations for the development of elderly ed-
ucation. In light of this reality, we tentatively integrate the employment of local university normal
students with elderly education and explore the prospects of this. First, we examine the feasibility
of normal students engaging in elderly education from three perspectives: the current state of el-
derly education, the professional characteristics of elderly education, and the competitive ad-
vantages of local university normal students. Second, it is undeniable that this new field carries un-
certainties; therefore, we explore the potential challenges these students might encounter in el-
derly education. Finally, based on the identified difficulties, we propose countermeasures for dif-
ferent stakeholders—individuals, local universities, society, and the national level.
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
