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Abstract

As akey course for implementing the fundamental task of fostering virtue and nurturing talent, high
school ideological and political courses require teaching to be centered around the cultivation of
students’ core subjectliteracy. Issue-based teaching is a crucial carrier for realizing the core literacy
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of ideological and political subjects and plays a positive role in cultivating students’ public partici-
pation literacy. This article, based on teaching practice, systematically explores the paths to culti-
vating high school students’ public participation literacy through issue-based teaching from the
perspectives of teachers, students, and schools. The aim is to construct an issue-based teaching sys-
tem thatintegrates in-class and out-of-class activities and aligns teaching, learning, and assessment,
thereby fostering students’ public participation literacy.
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
