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Abstract

English reading ability serves as the foundation for students’ comprehensive language proficiency.
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In response to currentissues in high school English reading instruction, such as low student engage-
ment and relatively monotonous teaching approaches, this study explores the practical application
of the reading circle model. Research findings demonstrate that by redefining the roles of teachers
and students and optimizing teaching procedures, this model exhibits significant value in stimulat-
ing reading motivation, improving reading strategies, and fostering critical thinking. Consequently,
this study provides a feasible practical approach for effectively enhancing students’ reading literacy
and offers valuable insights for the reform of high school English reading teaching.
