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Abstract

The labor spirit of the new era represents the crystallization of the Chinese people’s optimistic atti-
tude towards labor and scientific labor values, which have been forged in the labor practices of re-
alizing the common socialist ideal. In recent years, labor education has assumed an increasingly
prominent position within the teaching system.
