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Abstract

The English learning activity approach is an effective way to enhance students’ learning initiative
and autonomous learning ability. Taking the review class of three major tenses in junior high school
English grammar as an example, this paper demonstrates how to review English grammar in the-
matic discourses. It points out that in the teaching of junior high school English grammar review
classes, teachers should design learning activities at different levels, such as learning and compre-
hension, application and practice, and transfer and innovation. Through participating in activities
like listening, speaking, reading, viewing and writing, students can review the English grammar
knowledge required for the senior high school entrance examination, further strengthen their un-
derstanding of the form, meaning and usage of grammar, review topic-related knowledge simulta-
neously, improve review efficiency, and cultivate the core competencies of the English subject.
