The Presentation of National Image in
Senior High School English Textbooks

—From the Perspective of Critical Discourse Analysis

Abstract

Textbooks serve as crucial mediums for shaping and disseminating national images. High school
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English textbooks, in particular, fulfill the dual functions of language teaching and value guidance.
This study aims to examine the national images portrayed in high school English textbooks, reveal-
ing how textbooks convey underlying values and ideologies through language as a medium. Based
on Fairclough’s three-dimensional theory, this research analyzes the People’s Education Press (PEP)
high school English compulsory textbooks from three perspectives including textual analysis, dis-
cursive practice, and social practice. The findings indicate that this textbook presents an image of a
culturally sustained, technologically rising, and rapidly developing China and an image of a multi-
cultural, technologically advanced, and individualistic America. The study demonstrates that text-
books are not mere conduits of knowledge but actively construct distinct national images through
varied vocabulary, grammar, and textual structures in order to convey deeper meanings of the texts,
disseminate value orientations, and promote specific ideologies. This study reveals the dynamic
role textbooks play in nation-image construction, offering valuable insights for exploring how edu-
cation can more comprehensively and confidently tell China’s story.
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
