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Abstract

As the “root” and “soul” of the Chinese nation, the philosophical thought, humanistic spirit, and moral
concepts embedded in excellent traditional Chinese culture provide rich resources for ideological
and political education in universities. In the context of the new era, promoting the integration of
excellent traditional Chinese culture into ideological and political education is not only an inevitable
requirement for enhancing cultural identity and achieving the educational objectives of higher edu-
cation, but also a crucial pathway to improving the accessibility and effectiveness of such education.
This paper systematically explores the integration mechanisms from three dimensions—value dimen-
sion, practical obstacles, and implementation dimension—through multidimensional coordination.
