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Abstract

English textbooks are integral to teaching practice, playing a crucial role in guiding and supporting
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teachers’ instruction. As a receptive skill, listening serves as an important channel for students’ lan-
guage input and exerts a profound impact on their language output. The promulgation of the New
Curriculum Standards has promoted the updating and improvement of textbooks. Based on it, this
study conducts a statistical analysis of the listening modules in the new FLTRP senior high school
English compulsory textbooks. It is found that the discourse selection and activity design of the lis-
tening modules are basically in line with the requirements of the New Curriculum Standards, but
there are still problems in some measures such as imbalanced proportions, lack of key elements,
and rigid patterns. Therefore, suggestions for reference are put forward from two aspects, textbook
compilation and textbook utilization.
