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Abstract

Writing, as a core indicator for measuring students’ English proficiency, is an important language
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output skill. As the foundation of English writing, word spelling rules involve complex aspects such
as letter combinations, pronunciation correlations, and word form changes, leading to frequent
spelling errors in students’ writing. Therefore, it is practically necessary to analyze and study the
word spelling errors in middle school English writing. This thesis focuses on the causes of word
spelling errors in junior high school students’ English writing and aims to propose targeted solu-
tions. Through the questionnaire survey method, this study collected 60 valid questionnaires from
a Class of Grade 8 in a junior high school in Wanzhou, and analyzed the deep-seated causes of word
spelling errors based on this. Based on the research conclusions, this study puts forward specific
suggestions in the hope of improving junior high school students’ English spelling ability and writ-
ing level.
