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Abstract

Reading-based continuation writing, as a newly added question type in the college entrance exami-
nation, primarily assesses students’ reading, writing, and thinking abilities, placing higher demands
on the quality of their thinking. This thesis focuses on cultivating creative thinking in high school
English reading-based continuation writing instruction. By clarifying the essence of creative thinking
and analyzing its specific manifestations—fluency, flexibility, originality, and integration—within the
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continuation writing module using actual college entrance examination questions, it explores how
these elements are reflected. Based on this, the study designed a teaching plan for reading-based
continuation writing. Through targeted teaching activities and strategies, it helps students improve
their writing skills and cultivate creative thinking abilities. Consequently, this instructional design
enhances students’ plot development capabilities, increases the originality of their continuation es-
says, and promotes dual improvement in knowledge and skills through creative writing. It provides
valuable reference and insights for continuation writing pedagogy in high school English.
