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Abstract
At present, labor education in primary school is facing problems such as insufficient home-school
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cooperation, a single form of education, and insufficient parental participation, which affect the im-
plementation of labor education. Exploring the parent-teacher partnership model is of great signif-
icance to improving the quality of primary school labor education. This article proposes the “three
lessons, two meetings and one lecture” model, innovates the home-school cooperation mechanism,
optimizes the labor education curriculum, and improves the participation of parents. Specifically,
research promotes students to improve their labor skills in practice through the combination of
labor class meetings, labor theory classes, and labor practice classes; fosters parents’ recognition
and support for the concept of labor education through regular parent-teacher meetings; and en-
hances parents’ sense of participation and responsibility through platforms such as the Parent En-
cyclopedia Lecture Hall. The research results show that this model can effectively improve students’
labor awareness and hands-on ability, enhance parents’ participation and sense of responsibility in
education, and promote the institutionalization and normalization of home-school cooperation. Fi-
nally, this article looks forward to the long-term application of the parent-teacher partner model in
future labor education, and puts forward the direction of optimizing the home-school cooperation
mechanism and innovating the form of education.
