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Abstract

Currently, the ideological and political education in university etiquette courses suffers from insuf-
ficient exploration of ideological and political elements and rigid integration methods, which seri-
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ously affects the educational effectiveness. To address this problem, this study, based on the “im-
plicit learning theory” in psychology, proposes to naturally embed value elements such as cultural
confidence, socialist core values, and professional ethics into the teaching of etiquette knowledge.
Through methods such as situational simulation and case analysis, students can unconsciously in-
ternalize these values through repeated practice of etiquette, thereby improving the educational
effectiveness of the course and fulfilling the fundamental educational task of “cultivating virtue and
nurturing talents”.
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
