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Abstract

In the context of the new era, cultivating college students’ awareness of social responsibility is a
core element for universities to fulfill the fundamental task of fostering virtue through education.
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It is also a key measure to promote the growth of young people into the new generation capable of
shouldering the responsibility of national rejuvenation. Chinese excellent traditional culture em-
bodies the spiritual pursuits of the Chinese nation over thousands of years, including core ideas
such as patriotism, benevolence and responsibility, integrity and steadfast action, and the harmony
between humans and nature. These ideas are highly compatible with the requirements for cultivat-
ing college students’ social responsibility, providing rich cultural nourishment for educational work
in universities in the new era. At present, although universities have achieved certain results in in-
tegrating traditional culture into the cultivation of college students’ social responsibility, there are
still practical problems, such as superficial integration, single forms of implementation, imperfect
mechanisms, and insufficient internal motivation. Based on the practice of higher education, this
paper takes University S (a comprehensive university) as a case study and conducts a systematic
study from the aspects of defining core concepts, analyzing intrinsic compatibility, summarizing the
current cultivation status, and constructing practical pathways. It aims to explore implementable
and promotable cultivation schemes, providing theoretical support and practical guidance for en-
hancing college students’ social responsibility, inheriting excellent traditional Chinese culture, and
improving the ideological and political education system in universities.
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
