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Abstract

In the new era of rural revitalization and consolidation of poverty alleviation achievements, the
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development of education in remote villages faces new opportunities and challenges. This paper
takes Village H as a case study and employs methods such as questionnaire surveys, interviews, and
field observations to systematically analyze the current situation and problems of education in the
village. The study finds that despite the gradual transformation of villagers’ educational concepts
and improvements in infrastructure, issues such as teacher shortage, low teaching quality, student
attrition, and left-behind children remain prominent, severely restricting the improvement of edu-
cational equity and quality. To address these issues, this paper proposes strengthening the construc-
tion of teacher teams, improving teacher incentive mechanisms, enhancing care for left-behind chil-
dren, promoting the overall optimization of educational resources, guiding the return of labor and
students, and establishing a collaborative education mechanism among the government, schools, and
families. The study believes that only by integrating educational revitalization into the overall lay-
out of rural revitalization can sustainable development of education in remote villages be achieved,
providing talent support and intellectual guarantee for rural modernization.
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
