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Abstract
All types of courses should align with ideological and political theory courses to create synergistic
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effects and fulfill the fundamental mission of fostering virtue and cultivating talent. This policy an-
chors the core direction for integrating ideological and political education into all academic disci-
plines. Against the backdrop of artificial intelligence reshaping the educational ecosystem, the inte-
gration of ideological and political education into English courses has gained new opportunities
through technological empowerment while also facing multiple challenges. Teachers encounter dif-
ficulties in integrating ideological and political elements into English instruction, constrained by
resource scarcity that hampers ideological development, monotonous teaching methods that di-
minish educational effectiveness, and flawed evaluation systems that impede continuous improve-
ment. This paper, grounded in the Al era, proposes pathways to enhance the effectiveness of ideo-
logical and political education in junior high school English courses. These include: using Al to re-
construct teaching content by extracting ideological and political elements; innovating teaching
methods to broaden integration pathways; and reforming evaluation models to establish a bidirec-
tional collaborative mechanism. These approaches aim to deepen the integration of knowledge
transmission and value guidance.
