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Abstract

Taking Lushan’s rich ideological and political education resources as the research object, this paper
systematically explores the logical path and practical strategies for integrating Lushan study tours
with ideological and political education in colleges and universities, based on the Marxist view of
practice and the Ministry of Education’s requirements for the construction of “comprehensive
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ideological and political courses”. At present, although there are certain successful practical cases
of the integration between Lushan study tours and ideological and political education, there are still
problems such as weak connection between educational resources and ideological and political
content, insufficient interdisciplinary collaboration, and lack of evaluation mechanismes. It is urgent
for ideological and political education workers in colleges and universities to join forces with mul-
tiple parties to enhance the educational value of Lushan study tours from the aspects of thematic
resource integration, interdisciplinary collaboration, and the construction of a long-term evalua-
tion mechanism. This will help form a joint force in talent cultivation and promote the realization
of the fundamental task of fostering virtue through education.
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
