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Abstract

This paper aims to explore the enlightenment of the research method of social subjects on ideological
and political education. From the perspective of the research method of social subject, there exist
some problems in ideological and political education: the vague educational concept of putting people
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first, the reversed primary and secondary aspects in the teaching process, and the neglect of individ-
ual differences. The enlightenment of the research method of social subject on ideological and politi-
cal education in colleges and universities mainly includes adhering to the mass view of history and
giving play to students’ subjective initiative; putting people first and mobilizing the enthusiasm of
both teachers and students; adhering to the teacher-led principle to effectively achieve the goals of
ideological and political education.
