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Abstract

Promoting and popularizing the national common language and script is a strategic foundational
project for promoting unity and development in ethnic minority regions, and the preschool educa-
tion stage is a crucial link in this work. This paper systematically explores the promotion of the
national common language and script in preschool education in ethnic minority regions, combining
policy guidance and practical concerns. The study first clarifies the deep-seated mechanisms and
values from the perspective of second language acquisition theory, focusing on its role in strength-
ening national identity, promoting social integration, and serving rural revitalization.
