In the context of Western powers deliberately
infiltrating their values to influence the younger generation, English reading courses face the risk
of students being susceptible to ideological persuasion. To address this, this paper, based on the
fundamental task of fostering virtue through education in the new era and the requirements of for-
eign language education, aims to enhance students’ critical reading and value-discernment abilities.
It encourages them to consciously identify and independently navigate cross-cultural contexts, ac-
tively resist the infiltration of Western values, strengthen their “Four Confidences”, and complete
the transition from cognitive understanding to practical application of values.
