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Abstract

As an innovative guiding principle for navigating the new normal of China’s economic and social
development, the new development philosophy shares an inherent logic of theoretical connection
and integration with ideological and political education (IPE) in institutions of higher education. It
holds unique guiding value for college IPE, offering systematic theoretical direction and practical
pathways to address the practical dilemmas confronting college IPE.
