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Abstract

Under the context of deepening the cultivation of core competencies in high school ideological and
political education, the development and utilization of local historical and cultural resources has
become a significant pathway to enhance the effectiveness of teaching. However, current teaching
practices commonly face issues such as a disconnect between local resources and textbook theories,
as well as a superficial or tokenistic application of these resources. Consequently, the unique edu-
cational value of local resources has not been fully realized. Therefore, it is necessary to conduct an
in-depth analysis of the underlying logic of value alignment between local historical and cultural
resources and the content of high school ideological and political textbooks, in order to explore
practical implementation mechanisms. Taking Bortala Mongol Autonomous Prefecture in Xinjiang
as an example, this study constructs a resource map of three categories—“red faith, green develop-
ment, and diverse culture” and proposes a three-step transformation mechanism of “situational per-
ception, cognitive reconstruction, and value internalization.” The teaching effectiveness is verified
through empirical research, aiming to provide an operable practical path for ideological and polit-
ical education in border areas.
