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Abstract

The sense of gain in ideological and political education for college students refers to the objective
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benefits they obtain through participating in the process of such education in higher education in-
stitutions, as well as the positive subjective experiences formed on this basis. The generation of this
sense of gain is a spiraling and progressively advancing process. It begins with the developmental
needs and psychological expectations of students, grows through their effective participation in ide-
ological and political education, hinges on the objective benefits they gain from it, and culminates
in their subjective identification with these benefits. Throughout this dynamic process, the sense of
gain gradually takes shape and manifests itself across multiple dimensions, including cognition,
emotion, thought, and behavior. To effectively enhance this sense of gain, it is essential to stimulate
students’ endogenous motivation to participate in ideological and political education, clarify the
relationship between educators and students, improve the quality of content provision in ideologi-
cal and political education, and build an all-staff, whole-process, and all-round education system.
