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Abstract

Both music education and aesthetic education fall within the scope of educational philosophy, with
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the ultimate goal of cultivating students to become well-rounded individuals in “moral, intellectual,
physical, aesthetic, and labor development”. Music education, as an important pathway for implement-
ing aesthetic education in primary schools, is particularly crucial. The guzheng, as a traditional Chi-
nese instrument, serves as a significant vehicle for music aesthetic education due to its unique to-
nal qualities and cultural connotations. This study employs field investigations, combined with an-
alytical insights and knowledge acquired through personal learning, to propose practical measures
and feasible suggestions for integrating the guzheng into primary school music curriculum for music
aesthetic education. The paper is divided into three parts: The first part analyzes the current state
of aesthetic education in primary school music curricula. Through student questionnaires and the au-
thor’s understanding of the actual situation, it explores students’ attitudes toward incorporating the
guzheng into music classes for aesthetic education and identifies issues encountered during practi-
calimplementation. The second part synthesizes knowledge gained during the author’s third and
fourth years of undergraduate study, examining how the guzheng can align with contemporary music
aesthetic concepts in primary school music education. The third part proposes feasible measures
to address existing challenges in guzheng-based aesthetic education within primary school music
instruction.
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
