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Abstract

In the internet era, the guiding power of ideological and political education exercised by college
counselors is a critical factor influencing the effectiveness of ideological and political education for
college students. This study first explores the connotation and core requirements of such guiding
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power, then elaborates its contemporary value in three dimensions: strategic development, educa-
tion practice and individual growth. It further analyzes practical dilemmas faced by counselors,
such as the urgent need to enhance their professional competence, the increasing difficulty in meet-
ing students’ diversified individual needs, and the weakened educational effectiveness due to com-
plex online information. Finally, the study proposes targeted solutions including strengthening ca-
pability building, focusing on student demands and innovating online education models to effec-
tively improve counselors’ guiding power in ideological and political education.
