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Abstract
“Compulsory Education English Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition)” clearly puts forward the
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curriculum concept guided by core literacy. Textbooks are the core carrier of curriculum imple-
mentation, and their design and content arrangement directly affect the implementation of core
literacy training goals. This paper takes “We Are Family” of junior high school English for New PEP
Edition as the research object, based on the core literacy theoretical framework of Cheng Xiaotang
and other scholars, from the perspective of textbook structure, learning characteristics, teaching
goals and core literacy docking, teaching key and difficult points, teaching methods and teaching
reflection six dimensions to carry out micro-analysis. The study found that the unit takes the theme
of “family” as the link, and forms a complete system in language ability training through diversified
discourse and step-by-step activity design, while taking into account the coordinated development
of cultural awareness, thinking quality and learning ability, but in thinking, there is still room for
optimization in training depth and differentiated design. The analysis of this paper can provide
practical reference for junior high school English teachers to carry out literacy-oriented unit teach-
ing, and also provide empirical basis for the improvement of textbook compilation.
