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Abstract

The free preschool education policy is an important measure adopted by developed countries to
ensure the smooth implementation of preschool education. It plays a crucial role in promoting ed-
ucational equity and reducing the burden of raising children in these countries. By reviewing the
free preschool education policies of the United Kingdom, the United States, Germany, Finland, and

Japan over the past two decades, this paper conducts a comparative analysis from the aspects of
legislative basis, the scope of free policies, the degree of universality, and financial support. It is
found that these policies can provide valuable references for strengthening preschool education
legislation, formulating and implementing free preschool education policies in China. Based on this,
the article summarizes relevant inspirations from the formulation, implementation, guarantee, and
financial support of free preschool education policies, with the aim of providing references for the
implementation of free preschool education policies in China and promoting the deepening and
popularization of the concept of educational equity.
