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Abstract

The new curriculum reform has imposed higher requirements on English reading instruction in
senior high schools. Currently, a variety of advanced teaching concepts, models, and methods have
emerged in the field of senior high school English reading teaching, aiming to achieve the classroom
goals of focusing on student development, emphasizing teacher professional growth, and tailoring
teaching to learning. The “5E” teaching model is a novel teaching paradigm centered on student in-
quiry. Taking Unit 1 Reading and Thinking from Senior High English Compulsory Book 3 (PEP Edi-
tion) as a case study, this paper, based on actual classroom observations and instructional design
practices, specifically explores the application of the “SE” teaching model in senior high school Eng-
lish reading teaching and provides practical solutions to enhance students’ English reading compe-
tence.
