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Abstract

“One-stop” student communities have become vital spaces for ideological and political education in
universities. However, their governance is often hindered by fragmented departmental coordination,
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weak student engagement, and inefficient service delivery. These challenges make it imperative to
leverage the Leadership of the Chinese Communist Party as a driver for governance improvement.
Drawing on exemplary practices from five universities, this study proposes a governance framework
centered on Party organizations, structured around three interconnected dimensions: “organizational
synergy, collective participation, and targeted services”. By strengthening institutional structures,
fostering shared values, establishing participatory mechanisms, and implementing digital service plat-
forms, this framework can effectively drive the transition of student communities from top-down man-
agement toward collaborative governance.
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
