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Abstract

Taking the reading tasks of Unit 1 Section B in Grade Seven (Volume Two) of the 2024 People’s
Education Press (PEP) Edition as the research object, this paper adopts the methods of literature
research and textual analysis to conduct a systematic analysis of the reading tasks from 1a to 2b
in this unit in combination with the core concepts of the Concept of English Learning Activities. The
results show that the aforementioned reading tasks are generally in line with the requirements of the
Concept of English Learning Activities and adapt to the learning characteristics of lower-grade junior
high school students, yet the practical application and innovation-oriented tasks lack necessary sup-
port. Based on these findings, this study proposes improvement strategies including designing hier-
archical questions, creating authentic application scenarios and embedding formative assessment,
and further constructs a replicable design framework for English reading tasks.
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
