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Abstract

To examine the research progress and future directions of the “first-second-third” classroom model
in junior high school English education, this paper systematically reviews relevant domestic and in-
ternational literature after clarifying core conceptual definitions. While existing studies predominantly
focus on higher education English, research specifically targeting junior high school English remains
limited. Therefore, through standardized literature retrieval and screening, this paper primarily in-
vestigates the collaborative mechanisms and implementation outcomes of the “first-second-third”
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classroom model globally. By synthesizing existing research findings, it extracts actionable insights
for junior high school English teaching and proposes future research directions for the “first-second-
third” classroom model in junior high school English.
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
