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Abstract

The “Compulsory Education Curriculum Standard” (2022 Edition, Revised in 2025) clearly stipulates
that we should practice the concept of English learning activities characterized by integrating learn-
ing with thinking and prioritizing application and creation. The activity-based approach to English
learning emphasizes the theme meaning as the guide, and promotes the coordinated development of
students’ core literacy through the three-step progressive activities of “learning understanding, appli-
cation practice, and transfer innovation”. This paper takes the reading lesson of Unit 2 Section B Going
Home for the Spring Festival in the first volume of the eighth grade of the 2025 edition of the People’s
Education Edition as a case study to construct a reading teaching strategy system based on the concept
of English learning activities from the dimensions of discourse analysis, goal setting, and activity design,
and presents a complete classroom implementation process. On this basis, this paper discusses the path
of the transfer of core strategies such as “three-order framework” and “two-line combing method” to
other styles such as expository essays and argumentative essays, and puts forward differentiated teach-
ing strategies in order to provide practical reference for the implementation of core literacy in junior
high school English reading teaching.
