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Abstract

This paper addresses common issues in the teaching of ancient poetry in junior high school Chinese
classes, such as vague objectives and the disconnect between teaching and evaluation. It introduces
the integration of teaching, learning, and evaluation as a theoretical framework to explore its feasibil-
ity and specific strategies for optimizing ancient poetry instruction.
