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Abstract

In the era of rapid development of the Internet, the educational model also needs to be constantly
innovated. As a typical representative of innovative teaching models, the flipped classroom reconfig-
ures the time inside and outside the classroom, transferring the initiative of learning to students and
achieving “learning before teaching”. When the flipped classroom model is effectively implemented,
many teaching links can be deeply integrated with Internet technology, greatly improving the utiliza-
tion rate of classroom time and helping to cultivate students’ autonomous learning ability. This article
takes the People’s Education Edition of Grade 9 “Unit 11 Sad Movies Make Me Cry” as an example to
explore the application of the organic integration of the Internet and the flipped classroom in junior
high school English listening and speaking classes.
