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Abstract

With the comprehensive advancement of the rural revitalization strategy, rural e-commerce has played
an important role in accelerating rural industrial upgrading and promoting farmers’ income growth.
As a core course of the e-commerce major, the teaching content and mode of “Operation and Promotion”
are in urgent need of improvement to meet the talent demand of e-commerce-aided agriculture. This
paper takes the curriculum reform and optimization path of “Operation and Promotion” under the back-
ground of rural revitalization as the research object, adopts the literature research method and case
study method, systematically analyzes the current teaching status of the “Operation and Promotion”
course, and sorts out the core problems such as the disconnection between curriculum content and the
actual situation of rural industries, single teaching methods, insufficient practical ability of teachers,
rigid evaluation system, and weak practical links. corresponding optimization paths are proposed from
five dimensions: curriculum content reconstruction, teaching method innovation, teaching staff con-
struction, evaluation system improvement, and practical resource integration. The research aims to
promote the deep integration of the curriculum with the needs of rural revitalization, improve the qual-
ity of curriculum teaching and students’ practical ability in rural e-commerce operation and promotion,
deliver suitable professional e-commerce talents for rural revitalization, and provide practical ref-
erence for the teaching reform of similar courses in colleges and universities.
