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Abstract

The college student group is currently in a critical period of value formation, and their level of identi-
fication with mainstream values is not only related to personal growth and development, but also to
the development of the cause of socialism with Chinese characteristics. The widespread entertainment
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of online media has caused varying degrees of dissolution of the value consensus and moral cogni-
tion of college students, seriously weakening their recognition of mainstream values. Based on this,
by clarifying the inherent logic of the negative impact of network entertainment on the mainstream
values of young people, examining the phenomenon of network entertainment obscuring the main-
stream values of college students, and seeking relevant paths to improve the effectiveness of college
students’ recognition of mainstream values, we aim to maintain the security of China’s socialist core
values in the online field and enhance the cohesion of socialist core values.
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
