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Abstract

Vocabulary teaching is an important part of senior high school English. Based on thematic context
and combined with lexical chunk teaching, this paper discusses its application value and practical
approaches in senior high school English teaching. The study finds that this integration can reduce
students’ learning burden, improve the accuracy and authenticity of language expression, and pro-
mote the development of comprehensive language competence. In teaching, teachers can extract and
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present lexical chunks in thematic contexts, classify and internalize them according to thematic mean-
ing, and design thematic tasks to promote the use of chunks. This is of reference value for optimizing
vocabulary teaching and realizing the cultivation of core competencies.
