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Abstract

Against the background of accelerating interdisciplinary integration and changes in the global land-
scape, graduate public English courses, especially academic English reading and writing courses,
shoulder the dual missions of enhancing students’ international academic communication capabil-
ities and cultivating cultural confidence. Currently, there is a problem of disconnection between ide-
ological and political education and language teaching in teaching, while concepts such as “integra-
tion of learning and application” and “cultural exchange” in the Production-Oriented Approach (POA)
provide a systematic path for the integration of the two. Taking the unit of “Psychology” in Graduate
Academic English Reading and Writing Tutorial as an example, this paper constructs a practical model
for integrating ideological and political education based on the teaching process of “driving-facilitat-
ing-evaluating”, providing an operable practical paradigm for the construction of ideological and po-
litical education in courses.
