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Abstract

Against the backdrop of the sustained advancement of integrated childcare and education, pre-
school teachers’ professional roles, professional requirements, and working environments have un-
dergone profound changes. The traditional framework of professional identity can no longer ade-
quately explain the process of their identity reconstruction. Based on this, this paper, grounded in
the policy logic of integrated childcare and education and the realities of preschool teachers’ pro-
fessional development, analyzes the connotations and influencing factors of their professional iden-
tity, and constructs the “CARE” integrated model, consisting of cross-age professional cognition, ac-
ceptance of role integration, responsibility and policy compliance, and emotional belonging and ef-
ficacy. On this basis, practical pathways for enhancing professional identity are proposed. The study
argues that integrated childcare and education not only promotes the articulation and integration
of childcare and preschool education, but also provides an important opportunity for preschool
teachers’ professional identity to shift from segmented development to continuous development,
and from a single-role orientation to a compound professional orientation. This paper can provide
theoretical reference and practical insight for the development of preschool teacher teams in the
context of integrated childcare and education.
