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Abstract

Ideological and political education courses are key courses for implementing the fundamental task
of fostering students’ moral character. The improvement of their educational effectiveness needs to
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be based on the “objectivity” of following objective laws, based on objective reality, and relying on
objective facts. The current cognitive bias of “self-righteousness” in some ideological and political
education courses is essentially a departure from the principle of objectivity, which severely restricts
the exertion of their educational function. Adhering to the principle of objectivity has important prac-
tical significance. We should build an “objectivity” foundation from four aspects: teaching philosophy,
content construction, method innovation, and evaluation mechanism, to achieve the unity of purpose-
fulness and regularity in ideological and political education courses, providing a solid guarantee for
cultivating new talents who can shoulder the great task of national rejuvenation.
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
