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Abstract

China’s preschool education is entering a new stage of comprehensive popularization and high-qual-
ity development, which urgently demands a large number of preschool teachers with high academic
qualifications and professional competence. In recent years, with the gradual expansion of postgrad-
uate enrollment, the scale of master of education students majoring in preschool education has been
continuously growing, encouraging more postgraduate students in preschool education to engage in
frontline preschool education practices. Against this background, the issue of professional identity
of preschool education postgraduate students toward the kindergarten teacher profession has grad-
ually attracted public attention. As an important reserve force for the future kindergarten teacher
workforce, the level of professional identity of preschool education postgraduate students not only
affects their individual career development paths, but also directly influences the overall quality of
the preschool education sector. This study, from the perspective of preschool education postgradu-
ate students, explores the current status and challenges of their professional identity as kindergar-
ten teachers, analyzes the main factors influencing their professional identity, and on this basis, pro-
poses countermeasures and suggestions from the individual, societal, university and government
levels. The findings of this study are expected to help more preschool education postgraduate stu-
dents enhance their professional identity, actively participate in the preschool education cause, and
promote the high-quality development of preschool education.
