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Abstract

This study takes the “Self Check” section in the 2025 edition of the PEP Grade 9 Junior High School
English textbook (full volume) as the research object. Based on the concept of “integration of teaching,
learning and assessment” in the English Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education (2022 Edi-
tion), it adopts text analysis and teaching practice observation to explore the assessment function ori-
entation of this section and the cultivation paths for students’ learning reflection ability. The study
finds that the “Self Check” section realizes its assessment functions of “diagnosing learning problems,
identifying learning gaps and promoting independent improvement” through three characteristics:
goal-oriented assessment checklists, hierarchical task design and process-oriented reflection guid-
ance. It can effectively help ninth-grade students sort out unit knowledge, summarize learning meth-
ods and enhance their ability of independent reflection. Meanwhile, combined with teaching practice,
this study puts forward optimization suggestions, providing references for teachers to efficiently use
this section and implement the cultivation of core competencies.
