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Abstract

International Chinese Education is one of the core disciplines for cultivating global competence.
Against the backdrop of globalization and digital transformation in education, the training objec-
tives of Master’s programs in Chinese Language Teaching (MCT) are shifting from a focus on “teach-
ing skills” to a more comprehensive development of “global competence”. This study conducts in-
depth interviews with program directors from six universities across Jiangsu, Zhejiang, and Shang-
hai, exploring issues such as practical ability cultivation and the current state of evaluation systems.
Findings indicate that current MCT practice assessments primarily rely on teaching internship re-
ports, exhibiting problems such as overemphasis on outcomes at the expense of processes, priori-
tizing skills over competencies, and relying on a single evaluation subject. Integrating global com-
petence into assessment frameworks faces challenges including abstract concepts and missing ob-
servable indicators. Interviewed experts support establishing a hybrid evaluation model combining
“standardized core indicators” with “personalized portfolios”, using new assessment tools such as
cross-cultural conflict case studies, introducing diverse evaluators, and leveraging overseas prac-
tice bases and interdisciplinary mentor teams for support. Based on these insights, this study pro-
poses a relevant evaluation framework to inform reform in MCT practical teaching and innovation
in assessment practices.
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
