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Abstract

At present, senior high school English teaching still suffers from problems such as fragmented
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knowledge and superficial cultivation goals, which makes it difficult to fully meet the requirements
for developing students’ core competencies in English. Taking thematic meaning inquiry as the
main line, this study explores the design and implementation paths of integrated unit instruction
for senior high school English. Using Unit 1 Cultural Heritage in PEP Compulsory Book 2 as a case
study, this research refines a three-level progressive thematic meaning framework—value recog-
nition of cultural heritage, responsibility for protection, and innovative inheritance—by deeply in-
terpreting multimodal discourses in the unit. On this basis, it integrates unit teaching objectives and
period design with the framework as the core.
