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Abstract

Ancient poetry is an important carrier of Chinese traditional culture, embodying the emotional wis-
dom and spiritual pursuits of the ancients. Conducting emotional teaching of ancient poetry in the
primary school stage is a key path to implement the core literacy of Chinese language and cultivate
students’ aesthetic taste and humanistic sentiments. The creative background, as the source of the
generation of emotions in ancient poetry, carries the poet’s life experiences, the environment of the
times, and the emotional motivations. It is an important bridge to connect the surface meaning of
ancient poetry words with its emotional core. This paper takes the classic ancient poetry “Thoughts
on a Tranquil Night” and “To Wang Lun” as research cases, combined with the current situation of
ancient poetry emotional teaching in primary schools, elaborates on the value of integrating the
creative background into emotional teaching, explores specific teaching implementation paths,
summarizes teaching insights and optimization strategies, aiming to enhance the effectiveness of
ancient poetry emotional teaching in primary schools, enabling students to deeply understand the
creation reasons of ancient poetry and deeply experience the emotions of the poems, and inherit
Chinese poetry culture.
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
