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Abstract

The proposal of Big Ideas can effectively address the problems of fragmented teaching content and
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superficial understanding in English instruction, and provides teachers with a clearer and more
feasible approach to carrying out integrated unit teaching. Based on the theoretical foundations of
Big Ideas and integrated unit teaching, this paper takes Unit 2 Home Sweet Home from Grade 8 Vol-
ume 1 of the PEP junior high school English textbook as an example. It explores how this unit em-
bodies the concept of integrated teaching design for junior high school English from the perspective
of Big Ideas in terms of unit theme, content arrangement and activity design. In addition, through a
systematic analysis of this unit, this study offers corresponding pedagogical implications for refer-
ence in front-line classroom teaching.
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
