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Abstract

Under the background of the fundamental task of “establishing virtue and educating people” and
the deepening reform of foreign language teaching, the Spanish (second foreign language) course
in universities should break through the limitations of the disconnection between language skills
and value guidance in traditional teaching. This study explores the alignment between universities’
moral education objectives and the core features of the BOPPPS teaching model. By integrating the
closed-loop BOPPPS framework with ideological and political education in all courses, it develops a
three-dimensional teaching framework—combining linguistic knowledge, skill development, and
value guidance—through three real-life cases: daily shopping, clothing selection, and daily habits,
as implemented in Lessons 7~9 of the Spanish Public Course (Part 1). The practice results show that
the students’ language application ability has been improved, the ideological and political cognition
has been solidified and internalized, and the classroom participation and learning initiative have
been greatly enhanced. In future teaching practice, we should continue to deepen the integration of
teaching materials and ideological and political elements, optimize the design of teaching activities,
and improve the evaluation system. By improving classroom teaching, we can effectively promote
the enhancement of teaching quality and the achievement of educational goals, making the Spanish
(Second Foreign Language) course a crucial platform for cultivating versatile talents with interna-
tional perspectives, patriotic sentiments, and noble virtues.
