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Abstract
Cultural awareness is a key dimension of core competencies in senior high school English education.
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However, current instruction often suffers from fragmented cultural knowledge, a lack of authen-
tic cultural experiences, and insufficient cultivation of students’ intercultural attitudes. Artificial
intelligence (AI), with its capabilities in multimodal generation, interactive feedback, and scenario
creation, offers new possibilities for optimizing the pathways of cultural awareness cultivation.
Based on the progressive logic of “perception—comprehension—internalization—application” in
cultural awareness development, this study takes Festivals and Customs (Unit 3, Compulsory 2,
Yilin Edition) as a case study to propose an integrated Al-empowered pathway for cultivating cul-
tural awareness in senior high school English, which consists of three stages: using Al multimodal
generation to condense cultural knowledge and explore the educational value of the unit; relying
on Al interactive real-time feedback to clarify cultural attitudes and shape cultural value orienta-
tions; and integrating Al into scenario creation to develop students’ intercultural communication
skills and enhance their intercultural communicative competence. The study indicates that Al em-
powerment does not weaken the role of teachers, but rather establishes a human-machine collab-
orative teaching model, helping students acquire cultural knowledge, form equal and inclusive
cultural attitudes, and enhance their ability to tell China’s stories well in English in authentic and
open cultural inquiry.
