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Abstract

Objective: To explore the application effect of progressive cases for “clinical-ideological and political
integration” in internal medicine nursing teaching, and to provide a reference path in nursing pro-
fessional courses. Methods: Class 1 of the 2021 Nursing Cohort was selected as the control group,
which adopted the single-scenario ideological and political case-based teaching method. Class 1
of the 2022 Nursing Cohort was set as the experimental group, which received the “clinical-ideo-
logical and political integration” progressive ideological and political case-based teaching inter-
vention. Both groups had the same teaching conditions. The learning achievements, achievement of
course objectives, critical thinking ability, autonomous learning ability, and teaching quality were
compared. Results: The total scores of theoretical and experimental assessments for students in the
experimental group were significantly higher than those in the control group (P < 0.05), and the
achievement of knowledge, ability, and value objectives was higher than that of the control group.
After the course, the critical thinking ability and autonomous learning ability of the experimental
group were significantly better than those of the control group (P < 0.05). The students in the ex-
perimental group had a good evaluation of the case teaching quality and a high degree of recognition.
Conclusion: “Clinical-ideological and political integration” progressive case teaching can effectively
improve the teaching quality of internal medicine nursing, enhance students’ learning achieve-
ments, critical thinking ability, and autonomous learning ability, and achieve coordinated improve-
ment in professional ability and humanistic literacy. It can be widely applied in course-based ideo-
logical and political education of nursing professional courses.
