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Abstract

As a forward-looking educational concept, ideological and political education in the curriculum
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aims to naturally integrate ideological and political education into the teaching activities of various
subjects, with the ultimate goal of achieving the fundamental mission of moral education and fostering
students’ all-round development in terms of ideological and moral qualities. Skillfully integrating ide-
ological and political elements into the teaching of middle school biology holds profound significance
for the comprehensive development of students’ overall qualities.
